The Jones Lang LaSalle Code of Business Ethicatunthe ethics policies that everyone who
does business on behalf of our firm must understaxdalways follow. In 2008, our Ethics
Everywhere program received Ethics Inside certiitcafrom the Ethisphere Institute ang were
named as one of the World’s Most Ethical Compahie&thispheremagazine.

While our Code does not attempt to cover everyiptessthical issue that may arise, it does
describe the basic principles that should guide gonduct. As a general rule, applying common
sense, good judgment and integrity to the busiisss®s you face will help ensure that your
decisions are consistent with Jones Lang LaSalkdises and our Code. If you ever have any
doubt about what to do in a given situation, yooutth seek guidance by following the procedures
the Code provides. Be sensitive to situations¢batd result in illegal or improper action in arfy
the countries in which we operate, and communiaaiepossible violation of our ethicatinciples

to an Ethics Officer, call our Ethics Hotline obsnit a report through our Ethics website. Since
our individual actions will reflect on the firm aswhole, we must be alert to avoiding any
activities that may even look improper.

Our collective success depends on each individualeafirm. We all have read about the large and
well-known companies that have been brought tonfired ruin by the unethical acts of just a few
people. We must vigilantly guard against anythiirgiar happening to us.

More than ever before, we stand for real value éhanging world and have a wonderful future.

But Jones Lang LaSalle’s continued success and ggmdation absolutely depend on the manner
in which we conduct ourselves. Acting with integrind the highest ethical standards is not only
good policy, it is good business. Therefore, eawhaf us must adhere to both the letter and spirit
of the Code — every day.

where we do business.

The members of our Board of Directors fully supportl
mandate our, as well as their own, compliance tighCode.
Our Code applies to our Board members with resjoettteir
relationships with, or any of their business aremgnts on
behalf of, Jones Lang LaSalle. Accordingly, alkrehces to
“employees” in our Code shall be understood touidelthe
members of our Board of Directors. We regularlyorépo the
Audit Committee of our Board on the operation & €ode and
any violations of its provisions.

Our employees are responsible for conducting thesiness
activities on behalf of the firm in accordance witle principles
and standards the Code establishes. Each emplaysteeport
to one of our Ethics Officers any action that appéa be in

in compliance with all relevant professional staddsand the
highest ethical business standards. Moreover jiimehias
various corporate policies in place with respegtddicular
business activities or activities in certain jurtsihns, and our
employees are responsible for determining how tpoeies
apply to their employment duties and must undedstard
comply with them. We make those policies availdblevery-
one on our Delphi intranet.

The Code not only highlights laws with which we mesmply;
it also describes the ethical values we must slarees Lang
LaSalle’s management recognizes that, in somerine&
compliance with the Code may place the firm inss leompeti-
tive position: for example, our competitors mayeoffifts or

Remember, no code can guarantee ethical behavior.
Only each of us can.

We have designated a Global Chief Ethics Officet an
Regional Ethics Officers, all of whom are identifiat the
end of the Code. You should always feel free taactrour
Ethics Officers with any questions related to tlal€ and
must report to them any violations, or possibldations,

of the Code of which you become aware. You may eddlo
our Ethics Hotline (+1 877 540 5066) or logon t@ Bthics
website (www.jllethicsreports.com) from anywherdhie
world (both of which are available in many differéanguages)
to report a possible violation of the Code angpifi prefer,
you may do so anonymously.

We have also established a special site on ourtiDilizanet
that serves as the central repository for inforarationcerning

For example, the Delphi site has “frequeatigted
guestions” intended to present realistic ethidalagions you
may face in your work, and specific guidance fowho handle
them properly. We encourage all of our employeessit the
site periodically to remain current about the Pangiand the
resources available to them. We are also includth@s topics
as part of the firm’s overall training programsttaee intended
to establish and maintain a high level of sensititoward, and
open dialogue about, the ethical issues that coplpdace in the
course of their daily activities on behalf of tlerf, and we hope
that you will value these opportunities as an iraeglement of
your professional and career developm

on a worldwide basis. However, if a provision of ddode woulc
violate an applicable law or regulation within atfaular country
then we will consider that such provision is vortlaof no force
or effect as to our employees or operations withat country.

Responsibility to employees

We must always behave appropriately and profestjowih
our colleagues, inside and outside the office.

Abusive, harassing or offensive conduct is unaatgpt
whether verbal, physical or visual. Examples ineld@érogatory
comments based on racial or ethnic characteriggtigjous
beliefs or sexual orientation, deprecating remadcerning a
person’s disability or unwelcome sexual advancésedts or
acts of violence or physical intimidation are piuted, as is
retaliatory treatment in response to any complafifitarassment
made in good faith. You are encouraged to speak auto-

You are nesipte for
immediately reporting accidents, injuries and uasabrking
conditions to a designated workplace safety offaresin
Ethics Officer.

Jones Lang LaSalle’s communications systems, inuduithe
telephone, Internet and e-mail systems, are prdvideou for
business purposes to help you do your job. Our canizations
systems are not to be used for viewing, receivingamsmitting
inappropriate materials or materials that may tensive to
co-workers. This of course also applies to anyntla vendor
communications system to which you may be granteéss as
a representative of the firm. While we understdmrteed for
limited, occasional and infrequent use of commuiocas
systems for personal purposes, you must be awatralth
messages sent and received on our communicatistensy
may be monitored, reviewed and stored. You shoatchave
any expectation of privacy with respect to thesmmuoinications
You are responsible for understanding our separademore
detailed policies regarding the use of our infoiioratechnology
systems and the software and internet accessréhatade
available to you in order for you to carry out ydwrsiness
duties.

Responsibility to clients

for exceptional client satisfaction through the highest level of service.

We will comply with the local professional standsid the
countries in which we do business. When on ountdie

premises, we must behave appropriately and profiesity
and project an image that will reflect positively the firm.

We will protect sensitive, private or confidentidient infor-
mation just as carefully as we protect our ownsTihcludes
understanding and abiding by any applicable cohtedc
restrictions we have agreed to follow with our otie We shoul
not discuss or disclose client information outsifidones Lang
LaSalle unless we know we have been properly aizéhdto do
so. If anyone in the media ever asks you to commerat client
matter, you should make sure to have the cliepysaval first
and you should also review your likely responséh our
Corporate Communications group.

We will not act for a client where there is potahfor the
interests of that client to be in conflict with eoof any other
client of Jones Lang LaSalle or with Jones LangdlleStself
without first disclosing that potential conflict ofterest and
receiving each client’s written confirmation thahevertheless
wishes to continue with the instruction. An exampi@ conflict
that must be disclosed in advance would be wheasibg and

Where there is a potential conflict of interestnitist be referred
to the respective Client Relationship Manager atiebethe
Compliance Officer for your country or businessugr@r one of
our Ethics Officers.

Many governments require special licenses to entagsal
estate and financial services businesses. We atilparform
services in any jurisdiction where we are not Igshto do so,
except through an agent duly licensed in the jigigh.

We must take special care to comply with all lesyad contractui
obligations when dealing with government clientatibinal and
local governments all around the world have speeifid varied
procurement laws and regulations that have beabledied

to protect the public interest. These laws gengmibhibit or
strictly limit offering gifts, entertainment andatrel to govern-
ment officials. They also often apply to hiring @nt or recently
retired government officials and their familiesdan any conduc
that may be viewed as improperly influencing ohjectiecision-
making.

We will not entertain clients, prospects, vendarsther
employees in an inappropriate manner, includingubs or
restaurants that could be deemed offensive or agpiate or
because they may make any of the participants ufwrtable.
One test for “inappropriateness” is whether thelipubisclo-
sure of the form of entertainment would embarrased Lang
LaSalle or negatively affect its professional region.

You must use good judgment when giving gifts tavitthals
employed by our clients or to other third partieggwhich we
do business. You must not offer a gift that wolddise someone
to violate his or her own company’s code of ethits, should
the gift be of a kind that would cause Jones Laa§dlle
embarrassment with the client if publicly disclos&te value of
any gift the firm gives should never be large erotagive ever
the appearance of being a bribe to continue to ggvieusiness.
We win business because we are good at what wadipravide
our clients with extraordinary value, not becausegive nicer
gifts than our competitors do.



Responsibility to the marketplace

By upholding the highest standards of integrity in our business practices around thevwsaiill do our part

to foster a fair and competitive marketplace.

We must deal fairly with the firm’'s customers, sligns and
competitors. No one should take unfair advantagengbne els
through manipulation, concealment, disparageménise of
privileged information, misrepresentation of matkfacts or
any other unfair-dealing practice. We must compityhw
applicable antitrust and competition laws (inclydthose whicl
relate to, among other things, price discriminatjonmce fixing,
restraint of trade and monopolies) throughout tbedv These
laws, such as the European union competition lawistiae
United States antitrust laws, protect the freerpnige system
and encourage vigorous, but fair, competition.

In all of our business dealings, we shall:

» Compete vigorously and with integrity.

» Not discuss with our competitors pricing or angttar
affecting pricing with the intention of price fixgn fee fixing,
setting minimum prices or establishing other bussrierms
in a market in which we are in competition.

» Make clear to all suppliers that we expect theradmpete
fairly and vigorously for our business.

» Engage in accurate and truthful marketing andeetthing.
Deliberately misleading messages, omissions of itapod
facts or false claims about Jones Lang LaSallaior o
competitor’s offerings are never acceptable.

 Build long-term relationships with our clients by
demonstrating honesty and integrity.

While gathering information about our competit@si
legitimate business activity when done lawfully athically,
it is never appropriate for our people to obtafieimation
about a competitor through improper means, such as

misrepresenting one’s identity, inducing an empéogéthe
competitor to divulge confidential information aaiging
improper access to a competitor’s confidential infation,
directly or though third parties.

Our people must not offer, make or promise to naake
illegal, improper or questionable payments or cotmmants of
personal or company funds or other valuable consiba to
clients, vendors, governmental officials or othetitees or
individuals anywhere in the world for the purpo$®lotaining
or retaining business or securing any improper aidge,
directly or indirectly.

The Organization for Economic Co-Operation and Dgu@ent
has adopted an agreement entitled the Conventi@oarbating
Bribery of Foreign Public Officials in Internationausiness
Transactions. Many countries in which we operagepanrty to
this agreement, which requires them to adopt lawhipiting
bribery of foreign officials and requiring the mtgnance of
accurate books and records. For example, the laheitUnited
States is known as the Foreign Corrupt PracticésTAe laws
that have been adopted in this regard apply t@parations
throughout the worldWe will comply with these laws, as well
any local anti-bribery laws that apply in the coiet in which
we do business.

We will not, directly or indirectly through anothparty, offer or
make any corrupt payments to government officialduding
employees of state-owned enterprises. These recgins apply
to Jones Lang LaSalle employees, consultants dredt agents,
no matter where they are doing business. An emplay®
retains a consultant or other agent who will béngabn behalf
of Jones Lang LaSalle in dealing with third partiesst



receive written confirmation from that agent or soltant
that he or she will comply with the requirementspplicable
anti-bribery laws.

Financial records must accurately reflect transasti assets
and liabilities and conform to generally acceptedoanting
principles. No entry may be made on the firm’s ®ahkd
records, which hides or disguises the true natfieanp
transaction. No undisclosed or unrecorded fundssets may
be established or maintained.

We must comply with anti-boycott laws, which prahibones
Lang LaSalle from participating in, and requiretaiseport

to the authorities any request to participate itnéernational
boycott (which means a boycott of a country or beisses
within a country). If you receive such a requespart it to the
Chief Global Ethics Officer or your Regional Ethiofficer.

We will also not engage in business with any gorent, entity,
organization or individual where doing so is prated by
applicable laws.



Responsibility for business partners

and clients

It is ever our objective to be a firm whose brand is synonymous with excellehae tiveé marketplace.
To this end, we put careful consideration into the people with whom we do business.

We will not do business with others who are likelyharm
Jones Lang LaSalle’s reputation. For example, Wieawoid
doing business with any company or person who titeally
and/or continually violates the law. We will not Hosiness
with any company or person where doing so woulgriodibitec
by applicable law or regulations. Finally, we witht hire

a third party to perform any acts prohibited by lamby the
Code to be performed by the firm directly.

Careful consideration must be given to the cliewésdors,
agents, consultants, subcontractors, joint ventamesalliances
with which Jones Lang LaSalle becomes affiliatempioyees
are responsible for familiarizing themselves, t® éxtent
appropriate, with the background, reputation aaddards

of conduct of our clients, potential clients andsh companies
or people that we engage to act on our behalfterotise

do business with. We must also take appropriatesgte
ensure that those companies or people that we engaagt

on our behalf or to provide goods or services cgmpih the
standards required by the Code. You are resportfsible
understanding the content of, and complying witlr, separate
policies regarding client due diligence and acosga

Real estate can be used as a vehicle to laundezymbtoney is
“laundered” to conceal related criminal activitych as drug
trafficking, terrorist activity or illegal tax avdance. It conceals
the true source of funds so that they can be usetyf A
money launderer may, for example, purchase profeny a
cooperative seller who agrees to a reported puechiase well

We will comply with all applicable anti-money lawrihg laws.
We will never knowingly participate in a schemdgonder
money, under-report the size of a cash transaoctiawongfully
avoid tax liability. Furthermore, we will make reasble efforts
to become familiar with our clients to decreasepbssibility
that we will be unwittingly used to assist in morayndering.
“Willful ignorance” of money laundering on our patll not

be tolerated.

If you observe any transaction that raises suspggigou must
report it to your manager and the Chief Global &Hdfficer or
your Regional Ethics Officer, directly or throudtetEthics
Hotline.

Purchasing decisions must be made based solelgras Lang
LaSalle’s or our client’s best interests, as agfiie, and
consistent with the firm’s more detailed procuretmaslicies that
may be in effect from time to time.

To ensure effective business and financial cortfalur
expenditures, appropriate internal approvals mesitifained for
purchasing commitments and invoice payments to &eenby
Jones Lang LaSalle. This process, which is theestilof a global
policy for certain approvals and may otherwisetzandled
differently from one country to the next or fromeonusiness or
staff group to the next, seeks to ensure thatppeopriate people
will review decisions to commit the firm to makiegpenditures,
that the business expense is valid, aids or services have be
received consistent with specifications, and thatibvoice meets
legal requirements and otherwise complies witHiepbple
purchasing policies.

Responsibility to stockholders

All employees, officers and directors should protect our assets and ensur#ithent ese. Theft,
carelessness and waste have a direct impact on the firm’s profitabilicprpany assets should be
used for legitimate business purposes. Moreover, as a publicly traded companysicreate and
provide accurate and complete records of our financial activities and comiplgl\Wiinited States

securities laws.

United States securities laws, which apply to Jdwsew
LaSalle worldwide, regulate the sale and purch&seaurities
in the interest of protecting the investing pubfdditionally,
securities laws in other jurisdictions in which de business

are also applicable in particular circumstancegséHaws place

responsibility on Jones Lang LaSalle, its officelisectors and
other employees to ensure that information abooegolLang
LaSalle is not used unlawfully in the purchase salé of
securities. They also require certain periodicldsares to be
made about our business and the results of itsatpes. Civil
and criminal penalties for violating these laws segere, and
they may include significant corporate and indiabfines, as
well as imprisonment of employees who acted imprigpe

It is a violation of Jones Lang LaSalle policy dhd securities
laws for any employee to buy or sell securitidseifor she is in
possession of material nonpublic information, whimore
fully explained below. Furthermore, it is a viotati of Jones

Lang LaSalle policy and the securities laws for amployee in

possession of material nonpublic information tovmte other
people, including his or her spouse and childrath such
information or to recommend that they buy or setlsities.

This is called “tipping,” and in such cases, bogingons may be

held liable. Although this policy is primarily diceed at trading
in Jones Lang LaSalle stock, it is equally applieatith
respect to securities of other issuers (includiogexample,
securities issued by our clients).

Members of our Board of Directors and certain exgeu
officers designated as such for purposes of théediBtates

securities laws are subject to additional restrietion their
ability to trade. This reflects their actual accesmformation,
as well as public perceptions regarding their pesisa of
knowledge of certain matters. Such persons mapupor
sell Jones Lang LaSalle stock during a “blackouiogk
beginning seven days prior to the end of each dalequarter
and ending on the third business day followingreéiease of
earnings for such quarter. Of course, the geneddtilpition on
trading while in possession of material nonpubiifoimation
always applies.

Certain of our businesses, such as LaSalle Investme
Management, may have additional policies regardewyrities
matters (such as lists of public securities thaemployees
may not purchase) and/or may be subject to regulathder
additional securities laws in various countried tyaply to
investment managers or securities dealers, andlyould
understand whether any of these apply to you arat wiu
must do to comply with them.

For purposes of the securities laws, informatiocoissidered
“material” if it could affect a reasonable invessodecision
about whether to buy, sell or hold the securitihile it is not
possible to identify all information that would Heemed
material, some examples of matters regarding irdbion that
ordinarily would be considered material are:

 Financial performance, especially quarterly aedryend
results of operations, and significant changdsancial
performance, financial condition or liquidity.



» Company projections and strategic plans.

 Potential mergers and acquisitions or the sabsseéts,
businesses or subsidiaries.

» Significant changes or developments in businesses
business lines.

« Significant changes or developments in the valuassets
or pricing of services.

 Stock splits, public or private equity/debt offeys or
changes in dividend policies or amounts.

« Significant changes in senior executive managémen

* Actual or threatened major litigation or the region of
such litigation.

Information is nonpublic until it has been disseatéd in a
manner making it generally available to investdtss is
typically satisfied by distribution of a press i@de and filing
the information with the U.S. Securities and Exad®n
Commission. Even after a press release, employeeddswait
at least until the third business day following tekease before
trading. Nonpublic information does not belongte tndividual
directors, officers or other employees who may kaiftidr
otherwise become knowledgeable about it; rathés,dh asset
of Jones Lang LaSalle.

Anyone who uses nonpublic material informationgersonal
benefit or discloses it to others without a valigsimess purpose
violates Jones Lang LaSalle’s interests. More paldrly, in
connection with trading in Jones Lang LaSalle séesr it is

a fraud against members of the investing publicagainst
Jones Lang LaSalle.
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Spokespersons for corporate matters are limitedeto
Chairman, the Chief Executive Officer, the Chiefidicial
Officer, the Chief Marketing and Communicationsi®df and

those other individuals who may be specificallyigeated

by any of those officers. Employees other thandhdentified
in the prior sentence are not permitted to resgondquiries
from the media or anyone outside the firm regaraiagerial
corporate matters.
